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Obedience is acting upon it. 

What Is Obedience? 
Biblical obedience is aligning our lives with God's Word, God's Will, and God's Way. 

It means choosing God's direction over our own understanding. 

It means trusting Him even when we cannot see the entire path ahead. 

Jesus demonstrated perfect obedience throughout His earthly ministry. 

As followers of Christ, we are called to follow His example. 

Obedience is not perfection. 

Obedience is a willingness to trust God one step at a time.
